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During a field interview with subjects apprehended during
this event, some of the group members stated thatt  hey had
crossed during the early morning hours near a mount ain later
iIdentified as the La Lesna Mountains. Subjects walk  ed for
several days when they laid up in an area identifie  d by CAG
INTEL as being a wash located near the El Paso Pipe line.
From there, the group stated that two vehicles came to pick
them up during the evening hours on the day of the event.
Average prices that group were charged were $2000t 0 $6000
per person depending on their final destination in the U.S.
Smuggling Organization is believed to be a part of the Spicy
Menudo Organization led by Enrique PALACIOS-Escale ra.

CAG INTEL interviewed 3 of the 4 subjects that were  willing to
make statements without a lawyer present. Subjects stated that
they were recruited in Sonoyta, Sonora, Mexicotos  muggle
marijuana. Subjects stated that they were going to be paid $1500
for transporting the marijuana to the 1-8 Highway. They stated that
it took them 7 days to reach I-8 from Sonoyta. They  stated that the
guide was identified as “Kaloso”. The group stated that the load
was going to be taken to Phoenix. Through sources, “Kaloso” was
identified as being a member of the Compa Chuy DTO out of
Sonoyta but has not been verified. All four packer s are being
prosecuted.

Subject stated he didn'tseet he
shooter but that he heard several shots ring out wh en he got hit by a bullet. Subject stated thathera ntoa
road where he was picked up by a couple (unknown) a  nd transported to the Casa Grande Regional

Hospital where he received medical attention. The s hooter/shooters were never identified during this

event.
